Starting Saturday, April 4, the Recycling Center Main Office will be open Monday-Friday 7am - 4pm, and
Saturdays from 8am to noon. Please visit the office during these hours to purchase compost products or
to recycle electronics.

Both Compost Sites and the Main Office are closed on Sundays and holidays.

Placing materials outside the designated areas
or placing anything besides accepted items
inside designated areas is considered illegal
dumping and subject to fine per Manitowoc
County Code Section 6.17.
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
